TIME TO MEET: 10:00 AM. AT US AIRWAYS TICKET COUNTER

DRESS - All campers are required to wear blue Robindel shirts with blue shorts or jeans.

When all the
children have been checked in or at about 10:30, Carly will escort the Robindel group through security
to the gate. At this time, parents must say good-bye to their daughter as no one without a boarding
pass will be allowed to proceed through security to the gate area.
